Climate change is here – what can be done to reduce the effects in developing countries?

It is becoming increasingly accepted that emission controls alone will not be sufficient to limit the climate problem. It is impossible to achieve the cuts in emissions required to halt global warming within an acceptable period of time. Adaptation measures will also be necessary to reduce adverse impacts. 

This seminar will describe the latest initiatives on adaptation related to the UN Framework Convention on Climate Change, including new funding programmes and the development of UNDP's Adaptation Policy Framework. Particular attention will be paid to links with the broader aims of vulnerability reduction and sustainable development. Issues on the agenda for the forthcoming Conference of the Parties to the climate treaty will also be discussed.

Mick Kelly is a staff member with the Climatic Research Unit at the University of East Anglia in Norwich in the United Kingdom. He assisted in the development of the global temperature record used in monitoring the climate problem and has been collaborating with the Stockholm Environment Institute on Sida-funded projects since the early 1990s. With Sarah Granich, he co-edits the Sida sponsored publication Tiempo, the bulletin on global warming and the developing world, and the associated web site at http://www.cru.uea.ac.uk/tiempo/.
